e SB 516 Sen. Proos Vehicles; agricultural equipment; definition of modified
agriculture vehicle; create, and provide an exception from
certain weight requirements.

e SB 432 Sen. Kowall Traffic control; violations; gross vehicle weight for vehicle
mounted mobile pavement marking equipment; define, and
create exception from general axle weight requirements.

e SB 582 Sen. Casperson Traffic control; traffic regulation; access to designated
highways for unloaded lowboys; allow.

e HB 4642 Rep. McBroom Traffic control; traffic regulation; definition of authorized
emergency vehicle; amend to include privately owned
vehicles of an emergency management unit.

e SB 575 Sen. Waker Transportation; other; public transit buses transporting
school children to and from school; allow to have warning
lights and stop sign.
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e SB 576 Sen. Walker Transportation; other; drivers of vehicles approaching
certain public transit buses; require to stop if red lights are
flashing.
