R 400.9415 of the Michigan Administrative Code is amended as follows:

R 400.9415 Hazardous materials and firearm storage.
Rule 415. (1) Federal standards for a foster family or group home include specific safety

requirements for weapons, pools, hot tubs, and spas, as these pose a particular preventable

danger to children.
(2) Dangerous equipment and objects, weapons, chemicals, medications, poisonous

materials, cleaning supplies, and other hazardous materials that may present a risk to
children placed in the foster home must be stored securely and out of the reach of children,
as appropriate for the age and functioning level of the children.

(3) Unless carried in the home as permitted by law, firearms and ammunition must be

stored as follows:
(a) Firearms must be all of the following:
(i) Locked in compliance with 1 of the following:
(A) BV a cable-lock.
(B) BV a trigger-lock.
(C) In a gun safe.
(D) In a solid metal gun case.
(E) In a solid wood gun case.

(ii) Unloaded.
(iii) Separate from ammunition.
(iv) Inaccessible to children.
(b) Ammunition must be stored in a locked location and inaccessible to children.
