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BACKGROUND AND SUMMARY OF PROPOSED RULES

Rule Set 2018-040 LR would make numerous amendments to rules pertaining to educational and
licensure requirements for physician’s assistants. Specific changes that would be accomplished by the
rule set include: stipulating a timeline for compliance with human trafficking victim identification
requirements, updating accreditation standards for education programs, and clarifying licensure rules.
