Rules Primer

The Occupational Code Renewals Rules establish the specific dates when a license or
registration renewal period begins or ends for those licenses and registrations regulated
by the Occupational Code.

Summary of the Final Proposed Rule

The general purpose of the proposed rules is to update the license renewal dates for
those professions that were recently transferred to a new licensing system. Definitions
will be added to assist the reader in understanding terms used in the rule set.
Additionally, a new triennial license renewal rule will be added for real estate brokers
and salespersons and residential builders and maintenance and alteration contractors.

Public Engagement and Public Hearing/Comment/Information

The comment period for this rule set began on May 5, 2020, and ended at 5:00 p.m. on
May 22, 2020. The notice of public comment period was published in various
newspapers, as required, posted on the LARA website, and distributed via email listserv
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to all interested parties. The public hearing was held on May 22, 2020, and occurred
virtually via Zoom, as permitted under Executive Order 2020-48. There were no public
comments received regarding these rules.
