PART 1. LICENSE AND REGISTRATION RENEWALS

R 339.1001a Definitions.

Rule 1a. As used in these rules:

(a) “Code” means the occupational code, 1980 PA 299, MCL 339.101 to 339.2677.

(b) “Department” means the department of licensing and regulatory affairs.

(c) “Issue date” means the date that the initial license or registration was granted to the
licensee or registrant by the department.

(d) “Limitation” means a limitation relative to scope of practice as defined in section

105(3) of the code, MCL 339.105.

The following licenses expire annually and must be renewed each year on or
before the date indicated:
