continue to be designed locally, to help students achieve
the standards.  Currently, the state evaluates students
(and school districts) by administering tests, such as the
MEAP tests and the high school proficiency test.  These
tests are based on the state content standards.  Yet, the
standards themselves need not be adopted by local
schools.  It would make more sense if schools adopted
statewide content standards for use in preparing children
for the tests.  The tests ought to be based on standards
that are uniform among all schools, so that all
schoolchildren will have an equal chance to succeed.
