THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF MICHIGAN ENACT:

Sec. 3. (1) Section 2 does not prohibit a public officer's
or public enployee's appointnent or election to, or nenbership
on, a governing board of an institution of higher education.
However, a public officer or public enployee shall not be a
menber of governing boards of nore than 1 institution of higher
education sinultaneously, and a public officer or public enployee
shall not be an enpl oyee and nmenber of a governing board of an

institution of higher education sinmultaneously.
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(2) Section 2 does not prohibit a nenber of a school board
of 1 school district frombeing a superintendent of schools of
anot her school district.
(3) Section 2 does not prohibit a public officer or public
enpl oyee of a city, village, township, school district, comunity
coll ege district, or county from being appointed to and serving

as a nenber of the board of a tax increnment finance authority

(4) Section 2 does not do any of the foll ow ng:

(a) Prohibit public officers or public enployees of a city,
village, township, or county having a popul ation of |ess than
25,000 fromserving, with or without conpensation, as energency
medi cal services personnel as defined in section 20904 of the

(b) Prohibit public officers or public enployees of a city,
vill age, township, or county having a popul ation of |ess than
25,000 fromserving, with or without conpensation, as a fire-
fighter in that city, village, township, or county if that fire-
fighter is not any of the foll ow ng:

(1) Afull-time firefighter.

(1) Afire chief.

(11m) A person who negotiates wth the city, village, town-
ship, or county on behalf of the firefighters.

(c) Limt the authority of the governing body of a city,
village, township, or county having a popul ation of |ess than
25,000 to authorize a public officer or public enployee to per-
form with or without conpensation, other additional services for
the unit of |ocal governnent.

(5) This section does not relieve a person from ot herw se
meeting statutory or constitutional qualifications for eligibil-
ity to, or the continued holding of, a public office.

(6) This section does not —appty—+toe— allow or sanction
activity constituting conflict of interest prohibited by the con-
stitution or laws of this state.

(7) This section does not allow or sanction specific actions
taken in the course of performance of duties as a public official
or as a nenber of a governing body of an institution of higher
education that would result in a breach of duty as a public
of ficer or board nenber.
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
