Whereas, This month of sacrifice and contemplation ends Monday, September 29, 2008, 
with Eid al-Fitr, a day of joyous celebration; now, therefore, be it 

Resolved by House of Representatives, That the members of this legislative body extend 
its warmest wishes to Muslims in Michigan and beyond on the celebration of Eid al-Fitr, and 
together we wish our Muslim friends and neighbors Eid Mubarak!
