The operator of a motor vehicle should allow for a minimum of feet of space when passing a

bicyclist, and if traveling on a higher speed road should allow for even more passing space.

Two important things to remember when driving around schools and neighborhoods where young kids on
bicycles are likely to ride are and be prepared to stop at anytime.

Due to their smaller size bicyclists may appear to be travelling slower than they really are. But many
bicyclists can easily travel to miles per hour.

Many bicyclists are injured each year because drivers often park their cars on the street and forget to check
for bicyclists before opening the car

What Should You Do In A Motor Vehicle vs. Bicycle Crash

1 — Stop Immediately — even if the crash is
not your fault and there doesn’t appear to be
an injury. There are stiff penalties for not

remaining at the scene of a crash'in which -
you were involved.

-2 - Render Aid - give aid to injured
persons until medical help arrives. Do not
move anyone who appears to be seriously
injured unless such action is necessary to
avoid further serious injury.

3 — Contact the Police Immediately — this applies to all types of crashes including
those that involve a bicyclist or pedestrian. You are legally required to report the
crash to police as soon as possible if there are any injuries, death, or $1,000 total
property damage.

4 — Exchange Information — the following is list of information that must be
exchanged between the drivers and/or others persons involved in the crash:
¢ Your name and address
Your driver license number
Vehicle registration number
Insurance information

5- Provide Police with a Detailed Description — a crash description should be
provided to the police by the driver, the bicyclist, and any witness. Providing
details while they are still fresh in your head is another good reason to contact
police immediately.

*[t is important to take these steps to protect yourself and others involved in the
crash. Keep in mind that injuries or damage may not be discovered until later,
especially in minor crashes. If you do not exchange information and report the
crash immediately, it can be very difficult to do so afterwards.

Bicycles are Considered Vehicles

Bicyclists have the same right as motor vehicles to operate on the roadway. Right-of-way
rules apply to automobiles and bikes alike. However, unlike motorists, who have the
protection of their automobiles, bicyclists for the most part are unprotected. In the event
of a collision the consequences of error are much more severe for the bicyclist. Keep this
in mind when driving around bicyclists. Watch out for and be considerate of other road
users! “Bicyclists fair best when they act and are treated as operators of vehicles.” (John
Forester; author of several bicycling books and articles)

The Law -- 41-6a-1102 Bicycle riders subject to chapter
A person operating a bicycle has all the rights and responsibilities applicable to the
operator of any other vehicle.




Utah Traffic Laws

Speeding

Speeding past a bicyclist is dangerous for many reasons:-

-The "windblast" created by a fast moving vehicle can startle

and/or knock a bicycelist off balance, creating a dangerous- - —_ .-— —— _

-1t reduces the reaction time that a motorist may need to avoid [[1] el &
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colliding with a bicyclist. Bicyclists often encounter hazards
along the side of the road that could cause the bicyclist to fall or to swerve to the left to avoid.

Speeding becomes even a greater issue in around schools and in residential
neighborhoods where young bicyclists are present. Young children often do things

that are unpredictable and fall more often.

The Law -- 41-6a-601 Speed regulations -- Safe and appropriate speeds

A person may not operate a vehicle at a speed greater than is reasonable and prudent under the existing
conditions, giving regard to the actual and potential hazards. including when:

-approaching and crossing an intersection or railroad grade crossing

-approaching and going around a curve

-approaching a hill crest

-traveling upon any narrow or winding roadway

-approaching other hazards that exist due to pedestrians, other traffic (such as bicyclists), weather, or
highway conditions

Failure to yield the right-of-way turning left

Tuming left quickly in front of a bicyclist is illegal when the turning action causes the bicyclist to take
evasive action, such as: pulling on his/her brakes or swerving. This is a common error made by motorists,
due to the fact that many drivers misjudge the speed and distance of the
bicyclist or drivers may not see the oncoming bicyclist because they are
not in the habit of looking for bicycles. , .=
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The Law -- 41-6a-903 Yield right-of-way turning left <
The operator of a vehicle intending to turn left shall yield the right-of-
way to any vehicle approaching from the opposite direction, which is so
close to the turning vehicle as to constitute an immediate hazard.




Failure to yield the right-of-way at a stop sign/yield sign
Many bicyclists can travel between 25-30 MPH. Motorists often times fail to correctly judge a bicyclist’s
speed and distance and will pull out in front of the bicyclist. thinking they have plenty of time to get

across the intersection or roadway, when they do not.

The Law -- 41-6a-902 Right-of-way -- Stop signs L
Every operator-of a vehicle approaching-a stop sign shall stop. - _9' ‘\ :

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After having stopped at a stop sign, the operator of a vehicle shall
yield the right-of-way to any vehicle in the intersection or

“ approaching on another roadway so closely as to constitute an
immediate hazard.

Cutting off a bicyclist to make a right-turn

Passing a bicyclist and immediately turning right cutting off the rider is dangerous and illegal. If a
motorist is approaching the street, driveway, or parking lot, where he/she intends to turn right, and a
bicyclist is there, the motorist should be patient and stay behind the bicyclist and wait to make the turn, it
only takes a couple of seconds to wait.

The operator of a vehicle shall make turns as follows:

-Right turns: both a right turn and an approach for a right turn
shall be made as close as practical to the right-hand curb or edge 3
of the roadway. e

The Law -- 41-6a-801 Turning E
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The Law -- 41-6a-804 Turning or changing lanes

A person may not turn a vehicle or move right or left on a
roadway until the movement can be made with reasonable safety
and an appropriate signal has been given continuously for at least
the last three seconds

Failure to stop behind the sidewalk
When leaving a driveway, parking lot or alley, a motorist is required by law to stop behind the sidewalk
to look for bicyclists and pedestrians in both directions before proceeding passed the sidewalk.

The Law -- 41-6a-907 Vehicles must stop prior to the sidewalk
The operator of a vehicle emerging from an alley, building, private road
or driveway within a business or residence district shall stop the vehicle

immediately prior to driving onto a sidewalk.

The Law -- 41-6a-1008 Vehicle crossing sidewalk to yield
The operator of a vehicle crossing a sidewalk shall yield the right-of-way

to any traffic on the sidewalk. o




Passing a bicyclist too close

When passing a bicyclist, a motorist must do so with due care and provide at least 3 feet clearance
between the right side of their vehicle and the bicyclist. If passing a bicyclist on a high-speed road it is
recommended to give more space, a minimum of 5 to 6 feet™Never pass a bicyclist in a tight space.

The Law -- 41-6a- 704 Overtaking and passing vehlcles proceeding in same direction

On any hlghway the operator of a vehicle overtaking another vehicle proceeding in the same direction
‘'shall pass the dvertaken vehicle on the left at a safe distance; and i may not drive to the right side of the
roadway until safely clear of the overtaken vehicle.
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The Law -- 41-6a-706.5 Operation of motor vehicle near bicycle

An operator of a motor vehicle may not knowingly, intentionally, or
recklessly operate a motor vehicle within three feet of a moving bicycle.

Bicyclist legally taking full use of the travel lane

Generally, bicyclists riding slower than the speed of traffic will ride on the right-hand part of the
roadway. However, if a bicyclist is traveling at the speed of traffic, he/she can legally take the lane. Other
reasons exist that legally give a bicyclist the right to take the entire lane.

The Law -- 41-6a-1105 Operation of bicycle on and use of roadway

A person operating a bicycle on a roadway at less than the normal speed of traffic shall ride as near as
practicable to the right-hand edge of the roadway except when:

-overtaking and passing another bicycle or vehicle proceeding in the same direction

-preparing to make a left turn at an intersection or into a private road or driveway

-traveling straight through an intersection that has a right-turn only lane that is in conflict with the straight
through movement

-reasonably necessary to avoid conditions that make it unsafe to continue along the right-hand edge of the
roadway including: fixed or moving objects; parked or moving vehicles; bicycles; pedestrians; animals;
surface hazards; or a lane that is too narrow for a bicycle and a vehicle to travel safely side by side within

the lane.
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8 Failure to yield when moving a parked vehicle
A bicycle is much more difficult than a motor vehicle to see.
especially when a bicycle is approaching from behind or from
the side. In addition motorists tend not'to look for bicyclists, A
motorist must look over their shoulder to look for bicyclists
before pulling out into traffic.

The Law -- 41-6a-803 Moving a vehlcle
A person may not move a vehicle that is stopped, Standmg, or parked until the movement may be made
with reasonable safety.

9 Check blind spots before turning or changing lanes
A bicycle is much smaller than a motor vehicle and can easily be hidden in an automobile’s blind spot. A
motorist turning right or changing lanes, should turn his/her head to check blind spots and make sure that
it is safe to make a maneuver.

-~ The Law -- 41-6a-804 Turning or changing lanes

MD- A person may not turn a vehicle or move right or left on a

roadway or change lanes until the movement can be made
with reasonable safety.
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1 0 Opening a vehicle’s door into traffic
Opening a door into the path of a bicyclist can be disastrous. Motorists are required by law to make sure it
is safe before opening the door into traffic.

The Law -- 41-6a-1704 Vehicle door -- Prohibited opening
A person may not open the door of a motor vehicle on a side available to moving traffic unless it can be
done safely and without interfering with the movement of other traffic.

Common Bicycle-Motor Vehicle Crash Types

Directions: Split the class up into small groyps. Assign each group at least one of the followi ing
bicyéle-motor vehicle crash types. Each group should read and undersiand their assigned
bicycle-motor vehicle crash type(s). Each group should discuss how the bicycle-motor vehicle
crash happens and the contributing factors that may have lead to the crash oecurring.

Each group should then give a short presentation to the rest of the class on what was learned
about each bicycle-motor vehicle crass type they reviewed. Presentation should include a
diagram of the crash, description of how the crash happens, any possible contributing factors,
and what the motorist can do to prevent the crash from happening.

Bicycle-motor vehicle crashes can occur anytime, anywhere. In fact, there is an average of 900
bicycle-motor vehicle crashes reported in Utah each year.

Most bicycle-motor vehicle crashes are predictable and therefore are preventable. This means
that certain errors made by either the operator of a motor vehicle or the operator of a bicycle
greatly increase the risk of causing a bicycle-motor vehicle crash. If these errors were reduced or
eliminated the total number of bicycle-motor vehicle crashes would be drastically reduced.

Young bicyclists are usually involved in different types of bicycle-motor vehicle crashes than
adult bicyclists. Thus, common bicycle-motor vehicle crash types involving children bicyclists
are usually much different than those involving adult bicyclists. The following is a list of
common bicycle-motor vehicle crashes involving children bicyclists and adult bicyclists.

Children

The most common types of bicycle-motor vehicle crashes involving children bicyclists are:

1. Stop sign or red-light violation by the bicyclist

2. Bicyclist turns or swerves unexpectedly

3. Bicyclist rides out into the street from a driveway, alley, parking lot or other mid-block

4. Motorist Speeding through neighborhood

5. Motorist crossing sidewalk without yielding

Adults

The most common types of bicycle-motor vehicle crashes involving adult bicyclists are:
Motorist turns or merges into the path of the bicyclist

Motorist or bicyclist drives out from a stop sign without yielding the right-of-way
Motorist exiting a driveway, parking lot, or alley without yielding the right-of-way
Motorist overataking bicyclist

Bicycle — Motor Vehicle Crashes Involving Young Bicyclists

1 - Stop sign or red-light violation by the bicyclist

L)
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How it Happens: Bicyclist rides through a stop sign or red-light
without stopping and yielding to traffic; or stops. but then proceeds -
before the way is clear.

Contributing Facrors.: Bicyelist-does not pay attention; bicylist does
not expect any cross traffic; bicyclist is familiar with intersection and
guesses that the street is clear of oncoming traffic; bicyclist does not
understand that he/she is required by law to stop.

2 - Bicyclist turns or swerves unexpectedly

[ (] ]
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How it Happens. Bicylist turns or swerves into the path of a
following motor vehicle. The majority of these crashes happen
because the bicyclist unexpectedly moves left. In most cases, the
motorist does not have time to react.

Contributing Factors: Bicyclist does not look behind for traftic
before turning; bicyclist misjudges the approaching vehicle’s speed
and distance; young children often do unexpected moves on bikes;

bicyclist moves left to avoid road side hazards such as people, animals, parked cars, pot holes,
debris, etc.; motorist passes too closely (less than three feet), not allowing the bicyclist enough

space to maneuver.

3 - Bicylist rides out into street from a driveway, alley, parking lot or other mid-block

i)
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How it Happens: Bicylist enters the roadway unexpectantly from a
driveway, parking lot, sidewalk or shoulder. Young children will
often dart out into the roadway without even looking or thinking to
check for traffic.

Contributing Factors: Bicylist is distracted or is not paying attention
and rides out into traffic; bicyclist assumed that there is no traffic
coming; bicyclist tried to beat traffic and misjudges the gap; visual

obstructions such as parked cars, trees, fences, etc block the view of the bicyclist.



Bicycle — Motor Vehicle Crashes Involving Young Bicyclists

4 — Motorist speeding through neighborhood

How it Happens: Motorist is driving faster than the posted speed
limit through a-residential neighborhood where young children are
more likely to be riding bicycles. Due to the speed of the vehicle, the
motorist does not see a child on a bicycle or have time to react to
avoid a crash with a child bicyclist.
Contributing Factors: Bicyclist falls while riding his/her bicycle;
bicyclist unexpectantly swerves and/or rides into the street; bicyclist
misjudges speed of the vehicle while attempting to cross the street; bicyclist view of street is
obstructed by a parked car, bush or tree; motorist is in a hurry and distracted and not paying
attention.

5 — Motorist crossing sidewalk without yielding

How it Happens: Motorist leaving or entering a parking area or driveway fails to stop and yield
to a bicyclist riding on the sidewalk.

Contributing Factors: Motorist fails to stop and check for bicycle and pedestrian traffic on the
sidewalk before crossing; motorist turns right, crossing over the sidewalk without checking blind
spot.
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Bicycle — Motor Vehicle Crashes Involving Adult Bicyclists

1 - Motorist turns or merges into the path of the bicyclist

How it Happens.: Motorist turns into the path of a bicyclist. The most common forms of this
crash occur when the motorist turns left in front of a bicyclist going the opposite direction or
when the motorist turns right, into the bicyclist traveling parallel in the same direction. It also
occurs when the motorist enters or merges onto the street directly into the path of the bicyclist.
Contributing Factors: Motorist does not adequately look for bicycle traffic; motorist misjudges
speed of bicyclist; motorist’s view of bicyclist is blocked by other traffic; improper passing;
bicyclist passes a right-turning motor vehicle on the right.
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2 - Motorist or bicyclist drives out from a stop sign without yielding the right-of-way

How it Happens: Motorist or bicyclist approaching a stop sign fails

to yield the right-of-way.

—£ Contributing Factors: Motorist does not properly look for bicycle
H traffic; bicyclist is riding on sidewalk and motorist does not even
! < check the sidewalk for traffic; bicyclist assumes motorist sees

him/her and will remain stopped until he/she passes; motorist
misjudges the speed of the bicyclist; motorist or bicyclist does not
come to a complete stop at designated location; motorist or bicyclist runs the stop sign.

3 - Motorist exiting a driveway, parking lot, or alley without yielding the right-of-way

How it Happens: Motorist fails to yield the right-of-way when exiting a parking lot, driveway or
alley and strikes a bicyclist. Many times the bicyclist is struck while riding on the sidewalk.
Contributing Factors: Motorist fails to stop and/or look for bicyclists; bicyclist assumes motorist
sees him/her and will remain stopped until he/she passes; motorist does not stop behind sidewalk
to check for traffic; bicyclist is riding the wrong way down the street against the flow of traffic.




Bicycle — Motor Vehicle Crashes Involving Adult Bicyclists

4 - Motorist overataking bicyclist

How it Happens: Bicyclist is struck from behind by a motorist

S - Bicyclist overtaking motorist

How it Happens. Bicyclist runs into the vehicle he/she is passing or overtaking. Most of these
types of crashes involve the bicyclist running into a parked car or an open car door.
Contributing Factors: Bicyclist is distracted or fails to leave enough room between
himself/herself and the parked car; this may be because the bicyclist is afraid to claim his/her
space in the traffic lane because he/she feel may feel intimidated or threatened by motor vehicles
that do not leave the required three feet when passing: motorist fails to look for bicycles prior to
opening the car door.
