 Auto insurance policies are a necessity. In the event that someone is in an accident, their policy will help them get their 

car fixed, get a new car, and pay any medical bills. No one wants to do away with auto insurance. All we want—all that 
I want and the hundreds of thousands of policyholders across Michigan want—is to pay a fair price for auto insurance. 
We can do our best and reform auto insurance so that the cost of a driver’s policy is based on the kind of car they drive 
and their driving record.

 Reforming auto insurance would mean that our constituents would not face the problem of being overcharged for their 
policy simply because of where they live. Reform would mean that our constituents would not face the problem of paying 
higher rates because they do not have a credit history, because they pay their bills, and pay for their purchases instead of 
relying on credit cards. Auto insurance reform would mean that Michigan drivers would not be forced to break the law 
and drive without insurance because a policy is just too expensive for some drivers.
