 Senate Resolution No. 97. 
 A resolution to amend the Standing Rules of the Senate.  
 Resolved by the Senate, That Rule 3.604 be added to the Standing Rules of the Senate to read 
as follows:  
“3.604  FISCAL YEAR BUDGET TARGETS 

THE SENATE MAJORITY LEADER SHALL NOTIFY THE SENATE BY 
WRITTEN COMMUNICATION FOR PUBLICATION IN THE SENATE JOURNAL OF 
THE DATE AN APPROPRIATIONS SUBCOMMITTEE CHAIRPERSON IS INFORMED 
OF HIS/HER SUBCOMMITTEE TARGET FOR THE ENSUING FISCAL YEAR BUDGET. 
UNDER NORMAL CIRCUMSTANCES, THE ENSUING BUDGET SHALL NOT BE 
PASSED BY THE SENATE BEFORE THE EXPIRATION OF FOURTEEN (14) DAYS 
FROM THE DATE THE SENATE IS NOTIFIED OF THE TARGETS.”
