2950A(1), OR IN ANOTHER ACTION IF THE RESPONDENT IN THE ACTION HAS  2 
 
BEEN ORDERED, IN A SEPARATE CRIMINAL CASE, TO HAVE NO CONTACT WITH  3 
 
THE PETITIONER OR A MINOR CHILD OF WHOM THE PETITIONER HAS LEGAL  4 
 
CUSTODY, THE COURT MAY ENTER AN ORDER TO ALLOW THE PETITIONER TO  5 
 
MAINTAIN AN EXISTING WIRELESS TELEPHONE NUMBER, OR THE WIRELESS  6 
 
TELEPHONE NUMBER OF A MINOR CHILD OF WHOM THE PETITIONER HAS LEGAL  7 
 
CUSTODY, IF THE PETITIONER IS NOT THE NAMED CUSTOMER, BY ORDERING  8
