 House Resolution No. 7. 
 A resolution to declare January 25-31, 2015, as Catholic Schools Week in the state of Michigan.
 Whereas, There are 55,886 students attending 228 Catholic elementary and high schools throughout our great state; and
 Whereas, The Constitution of Michigan states that “Religion, morality and knowledge being necessary to good govern-
ment and the happiness of mankind, schools and the means of education shall forever be encouraged”; and
 Whereas, Catholic school parents pay tuition in addition to supporting public schools through their taxes; and
 Whereas, Catholic schools comply with the same health, safety, and general welfare regulations required of public schools, 
but without compensation from the state government; and
 Whereas, The viability of Catholic schools should be encouraged so that declines in Catholic school enrollment, which 
necessitate increases in public expenditures in the School Aid Fund, can be avoided; and
 Whereas, Catholic schools produce students who are strongly dedicated to faith, values, families, and communities by 
providing an intellectually stimulating environment rich in spiritual character and moral development making them responsible 
citizens of our state and nation; and
 Whereas, Catholic schools educate many students who are non-Catholic, many students who are economically disadvantaged, 
and a good education remains the single best way out of poverty; and 
 Whereas, With their traditionally high academic standards and high graduation rates, Catholic schools and their graduates 
make a positive contribution to American society; and 
 Whereas, January 25-31, 2015, has been designated as Catholic Schools Week, with the theme “Catholic Schools: Com-
mu nities of Faith, Knowledge and Service” as denoted by the National Catholic Educational Association and the 
United States Conference of Catholic Bishops; and
 Whereas, The common good of the state of Michigan is strengthened through the continued existence of Catholic 
schools; and
 Whereas, Catholic schools are part of a solution to support families and to build productive lives for future generations; 
now, therefore, be it
 Resolved by the House of Representatives, That the members of this legislative body declare January 25-31, 2015, as 
Catholic Schools Week in the state of Michigan. We support the continued dedication of Catholic schools across Michigan 
toward academic excellence and the key role Catholic schools play in promoting and ensuring a brighter, stronger future 
for students; and be it further 
 Resolved, That a copy of this resolution be transmitted to the Michigan Catholic Conference with our highest esteem.

the state treasurer; to establish the collection duties of certain other state departments for money or accounts owed to this 
state; to regulate the importation, stamping, and disposition of certain tobacco products; to provide for the transfer of 
powers and duties now vested in certain other state boards, commissions, departments, and offices; to prescribe certain 
duties of and require certain reports from the department of treasury; to provide procedures for the payment, administration, 
audit, assessment, levy of interests or penalties on, and appeals of taxes and tax liability; to prescribe its powers and 
duties if an agreement to act as agent for a city to administer, collect, and enforce the city income tax act on behalf of a 
city is entered into with any city; to provide an appropriation; to abolish the state board of tax administration; to prescribe 
penalties and provide remedies; and to declare the effect of this act,” by amending section 28 (MCL 205.28), as amended 
by 2014 PA 240.
 The bill was read a first time by its title and referred to the Committee on Tax Policy.

 House Bill No. 4052, entitled
 A bill to limit the powers of units of local government to adopt, enforce, or administer certain local mandates for 
employers; to prohibit local minimum wage, benefit, or leave requirements; to prohibit certain ordinances regulating the 
development of real property within units of local government; and to void local requirements that are adopted in violation 
of this act.
 The bill was read a first time by its title and referred to the Committee on Commerce and Trade.
